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Subject matter in one area of Applied Linguistics concerned with maintaining diversity and communities is taught in a sociocultural context and through certain media. Bilingual Education, Japanese socioculture and podcasting technologies are interrelated in a case of coursecasting, where the lecture part of each class for a semester from April to July of 2006 is available through the Internet to the iPods that all students at this college have. Bilingual Education expands the cultural interface to the world, while podcasting expands the language learning interface beyond the classroom and Internet connection. A platform, iPod through iTunes, originally for music and entertainment, can be exploited for lectures and other educational purposes. Authentic and interesting content-based listening materials or reuseable and sharable audio learning objects challenge a leisure time activity favored by students. Educators maintain the nerve of their vision that students will increasingly choose to learn. Electronic devices will be demonstrated and computer technologies displayed in slides. The results of this experiment in terms of student use and views will be examined in terms of interdisciplinary perspectives, open to interpretation and questions by participants.
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
